V I N T A G E  N O T E S :
The aim with Entity is to produce a wine true to the Barossa, variety and vintage.  2007 was a 
more challenging vintage, with ongoing drought conditions and frost effects reducing yields 
and resulting in a very early start to vintage.  The first Shiraz was picked on the 9th of February- 
nearly 3 weeks earlier than average but finished by the middle of March.  

T A S T I N G  N O T E S :  
The 2007 vintage of Entity is a well structured wine comprised of good concentration of pure 
Barossa dark fruit.  A true reflection of Barossa’s soil and climate, Entity displays youthful dark 
fruits of blackberry, plum and savory French oak aromas.  Entity’s palate is rich and generous, 
with concentrated dark fruit and fine, ripe tannins.  The finish is elegant and carries through 
with excellent fruit intensity. Traditional winemaking practices and seventeen months in French 
oak barriques will ensure the age worthiness of this third release.  Enjoy the 2007 vintage now 
or cellar it for 10 years to garner additional complexity.
