V I N T A G E  N O T E S :
Winter 2003 was colder and wetter than the previous three years. Several frosts allowed the vines to 

become dormant, resulting in pruning with minimal sap flow. Both budburst and flowering were 

about a week later than normal. The season comprised of a long warm summer with a low incidence 

of rain during harvest. 2004 was a great year for this variety.

B A C K G R O U N D :
A Margaret River powerhouse, the Art Series Cabernet Sauvignon is made in a long lived style 

due to its ample fruit and sturdy frame. Often described as “Bordeaux like,” the core of the fruit 

comes from 25-year-old vines grown in well-draining gravel/granite derived soils. The Art Series 

range is identified with paintings commissioned from leading contemporary Australian artists.

T A S T I N G  N O T E S :  
Intense ruby red in color with garnet tints, the 2004 Art Series Cabernet Sauvignon displays the 

classic notes evident in the greatest growing years in Margaret River. Lifted notes of  blackberry, 

blackcurrant and mulberry fruits adorn the nose, with French oak spice and cedar elevating the 

fruit. The full-bodied palate shows intense dark fruits and black olive with hints of dark chocolate, 

rounded off with silky tannins that carry the length of the palate.
