VINTAGE:

2007 was a dry year characterized by moderate vine growth and yield. A welcome mild spring led
into quite a warm early summer but by early March hot conditions prevailed till cooling rains
helped what fruit was still left to harvest from mid March. This was to be one of the hottest and
consequentially shortest vintages on record.

WINEMAKING:

All fruit for the 2007 Chardonnay was hand picked and whole bunch pressed with the aim of
producing clean, clear juice and minimizing phenolic extraction. The juice was then fermented
in barrel with indigenous yeast strains for additional complexity and palate texture. Malolactic
fermentation is discouraged to retain the purity of fruit and vibrant acidity, while maturation in
25% new French oak for 9 months with regular lees stirring provides great palate texture.

TASTING NOTES:

The 2007 Chardonnay displays a lovely array of lemon, quince and melon aromas that sit in
harmony with the winemaking-derived characters of creamy, vanilla custard and almond meal.
The supple, lithe palate has a fine core of acid with an abundance of crisp, vibrant citrus fruit
flavors, subtle oak undertones a long, focused finish.

| 1 ABOUT PLANTAGENET:
PLANTAGENET ; An historic producer, Plantagenet Wines was the first winery to be established in Western
: Australia’s Great Southern wine region. Named after the local Shire of Plantagenet, the
winery was founded in 1968 when English immigrant Tony Smith identified the potential of
these wild and remote lands by planting vines on his Mount Barker property. His initial
plantings impressed, producing Rhone-style Shirazes and stylish Cabernet Sauvignons, soon

- cool, continental climate, and Plantagenet has gone on to become one of the leading names
in the region, as well as a driving force in establishing the Great Southern as a distinctive,
quality-focused Australian wine region.
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
